It just goes to show that it's not the
size of the system or operator, it's how well the technology fits the purpose.

“Kangaroo uses an innovative GPS system to track its entire fleet of 87 vehicles north of Brisbane in real-time from three
computer monitors at its base in Morayfield.

“The company has used the system for 18 months and now consistently records some of the best on-time figures in the fleet.”

Kangaroo’s Managing Director Daryl Webster said the Future Fleet system recorded real-time data from each bus including
their location, arrival and departure times, speed and distance travelled.

Mr Webster said the system had vastly improved Kangaroo’s overall business including timetabling, driver management and
bus maintenance.

He said he attributed Kangaroo’s on-time performance, one of the highest of all TransLink operators, to this system.
